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                                      President’s Report 
December 05, 2018

Raymond did bring up his concerns about the Communications and not knowing what is going for the Southern members Raymond also said he was speaking on behalf of southern members also he was glad at the AGM we had discussion on the Data Base and Communication was looked at. 

Tulita Land Corporation did notify again that we acknowledge the problems fully with the Communications and therefore have hired a Communication person to work on that very problem.

Raymond also brought up jobs that the Southern members don’t know what kind of jobs are here that they could be applying for.

What programs.
Members want to come here to see where they are from, people from the south should be brought here to attend AGM’s.
Gordon Yakeleya also was at the meeting with Raymond Yakeleya he told the Board that the members are very important to Tulita Land Corporation that’s why you get the funding you do.

Tulita Land Corporation notified Raymond as we said programs for member are on our Web Site and all of our member can apply for different programs we delivery. 

For employment once we move forward with the Data Base for all our members to would be easier to let people know what is happing. 
Request for bringing members here to the Community we as a Corporation have to treat members fairly and wouldn’t be able to do that.

Raymond said he works closely with Douglas Yallee and Walter Blondin and want a meeting in January 2019 to about specific things in the Land Corp we talk about a forensic audit and conflict of interest we felt there were members that are in conflict of interest in fighting we are not interested in that. I’m interested in talking openly for the benefit of our members I think it’s in important so I would like to put that on the tables sit down a 2 day meeting and we will go back to our southern members and say we have this and they will be happy to participate we are talking to each other that’s something I want to bring up.
Executive Director informed Raymond that Walter Blondin is not our member if he has concerns he should be dealing with his Land Corporation. Raymond I did not know that he wasn’t aware that he was not our member.

 Executive Director we had just passed our Audits at the AGM and don’t see why would you have a forensic Audit done don’t understand where that is coming from also on the Conflict of Interest we are very strict here and declarations have to be made and if you are in town in January by all means drop by to the office we have never excluded anybody and if the Board is here I’m sure they will talk to you at the end of the day it is the board decision to do what is right for the Corporation. Director Stella Bayha Yallee told Raymond that doing a forensic Audit would be very expensive and the Audit was passed.

Raymond mentioned that he will be here in January and will probably bring another member not sure we have some time. Edmonton Arts Council I use to sit on that council and we would deal with a lot of artists and we use to go out and talk to artist and ask them how we can help I think that was really good so I think we need to go out there and talk to our elders and youth out there and ask them how we can help. I said that yesterday at the AGM I thought we have a chance to help I really think that is a good thing and I meeting with elders in town that they want to do cultural programs and back on the land and I think our elders in the south and Edmonton is to have these discussions with them and ask what is it you want to see the Land Corp do for you for the members and  I think that is what we could be talking about but it’s something we want to do something about. A lot of time elders don’t say anything and they don’t say anything and we don’t know what they want and I think it’s important we find out and we try to deal with it.
Another concern from Raymond was that Members need help in the South for Wheel Chairs, medical issues, we should have information gathering from our elders, we should be looking after our elders more. Helping Artist to move forward.

Tulita Land Corporation notified Raymond we do help our members with Medical Issues and any member can send us a request or proposal.

Raymond suggested we really look at Communications with Members. Tulita Land Corporation will hire a person to deal with that.

Tulita Land Corporation did thank Raymond Yakeleya for his comments and concerns that they are looking at making some Changes but there is program that all member can apply for and do have a lot that was given out to members not only in town but in the south.

Raymond Yakeleya thanked the Board for listening to him and hope we can all work together for all the members. I’m looking forward to helping and with Communications between southern members and Tulita Land Corporation.
